Up to 13 weeks 
 

• Must exhaust Tier 
2 by November 
27, 2010 

• Benefits may be 
paid through 
April 30, 2011 

• 100% federally 
funded 

State Extended 
Benefits (EB) 

 
Up to 20 weeks 

 
• Must exhaust all 

benefits by 
November 27, 
2010 

• Benefits may be 
paid through 
December 4, 
2010 

• 100% federally 
funded for most 
employers 

Total: Up to 93 weeks of benefits.
